A rich history with a progressive vision for the future, Florida’s First
Coast is the perfect place to Live, Work and Play.

SHAPED BY DEEP ROOTS

Today, the region known as the First Coast has more than 90 miles of
beaches along the Atlantic Coast and St. Johns River, and more than
131 square miles of city, state and national parks. However, before the
arrival of Spanish conquistador Juan Ponce de Ledn to the mainland
in 1513 that would begin the First Coast we know today, the region
was “terra nullius” (no man’s land) and home to numerous indigenous
tribes living in settlements by the region’s many waterways. In present
day Atlantic Beach, archaeologists have excavated some of the oldest
pottery in the U.S. from this period, some of which dates back to 2500
B.C., leading some scholars to believe the First Coast is the site of

the first year-round indigenous settlements in North America. Ending
this long history of debatably unclaimed land, the Spanish arrived in
present day Florida and took the land for Spain, battling to solidify its
control; although the French Huguenots established a colony at Fort
Caroline in 1564, they were soon ousted, and the territory was kept by
the Spanish for more than 100 years thereafter.

Although Spain originally claimed control of the First Coast region, its
domain was short lived, as it traded the land to Britain after its loss
of the Seven Years’ War. Under British domain, the land thrived in a
way that it had not under the Spanish; the settlers built new public
roads, cultivated crops such as sugar cane and indigo and fostered
great economic growth. Such prosperity was short lived. After a
waning period that diminished much of their resources, Britain traded
the territory back to Spain, who eventually lost it to the U.S. in the

Adams-Onis Treaty of 1819, in which they sold it for $5 million in
exchange for firmly established Western boundaries. From that point
forward, the First Coast’s shaky ownership stabilized; its period of
being caught between struggling European powers, a developing U.S.
and indigenous tribes desperately attempting to hold onto the land
was over. The U.S. would keep possession of the land for the rest of
its history.

Under American control, townships soon sprang up in Baker, Clay and
Duval counties. In 1865 during reconstruction following the Civil War,
Northeast Florida began to capitalize on its pristine beaches and warm
weather. Marketing the First Coast as a premier winter destination, the
area became a popular resort area for the rich and famous, ushering

in a time of rapid economic growth known as the Gilded Age. The
20th century marked the boardwalk era at the area’s beaches. Local
merchants built dance pavilions, restaurants and other attractions to
draw visitors and entertain residents. People from everywhere were
drawn to Northeast Florida by its warm climate, exotic locations,
excellent rail system and cheap labor.

Although the 20th century was a time of great wealth, the first World
War marked an entirely new level of economic growth due to increased
military presence. Since the late 19th century, harbor improvements
had made the First Coast a major military and civilian deep-water port:
a port that remains today as the largest in Florida and the source of a
solid economic base fueled by a large military presence, tourism and
employees in the service industry.

The “First Coast” was coined by the William Cook Agency in 1982, and
is a double meaning that refers to the first European settlement
(St. Augustine), as well as the area being the “first coast” travelers

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along the Atlantic seaboard encounter upon entering the state of
Florida. The counties established include Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau
and St. Johns. The major cities are Fernandina Beach, Jacksonville,
Orange Park and St. Augustine. Today, these counties and the First
Coast remain a part of this history: a byproduct of so much that
occurred before their conception and an accumulation of all that came
after.

A FLOURISHING DREAM

Fought over for control so often in its past, it is no wonder that the
First Coast is so multicultural and racially diverse. Today, more than

1.4 million people call Northeast Florida home. The labor force is
comprised of around 750,000 workers made up of a population
approximately 80 percent white, 13 percent black and 2 percent Asian,
with the remaining 5 percent divided among other various races, such
as Hispanic and American Indian.

For all the commuting needs of this labor force, Northeast Florida is
a major logistics center. The First Coast has access to two interstate
highways, four major rail lines, two deep-water ports and four maritime
terminals. Among other various interstates, two major Southeast
transportation outlets intersect in Jacksonville—Interstate 10 and
Interstate 95. Such a network of road systems is vital in Northeast
Florida. There are 18 interconnected cities within the five counties—
the largest of which is Jacksonville. The interstates above transport
workers, tourists and everyday residents looking for a little fun to
and from the city and have helped make Jacksonville the 12th most
populous city in the U.S. Jacksonville, by the way, is also the largest
city by land area in the continental U.S., allowing for more space for
residents without overcrowding.

In terms of population, the future appears bright on the First Coast.
With a cost of living below the national average and three Fortune
500 companies, Northeast Florida is attracting a young, dynamic
work force. The regional population is expected to increase to 1.49
million by 2018, with the senior population projected to double in
2020. In anticipation of continual growth, local government leaders
are committed to making Northeast Florida a place where business
can thrive while, at the same time, the area’s natural resources and
high quality of life remain preserved. There is, after all, certainly enough
room to accommodate all the new hopefuls looking to work or settle
down in the area.

GREEN COVE SPRINGS

With its quaint, small-town appeal, Green Cove Springs is an ideal
place to live in Clay County. A number of older homes line the St.
Johns River, and the city has seen the emergence of new housing
developments within recent years. Magnolia Point, located at the edge
of the town, boasts an 18-hole golf course with sprawling homes

and has been steadily growing for more than a decade. Green Cove
Springs is the county seat and is widely known for its sulfur spring
located in Spring Park, which is one of only about a dozen in Florida.

DUVAL COUNTY

Before the Spanish decided to cede the territory in 1821 to the United
States, Jacksonville was known as Cowford. In the late 1700s, the
British built the King’s Trail (now U.S. 1), a route that connected St.
Augustine to Georgia. The settlement now known as Jacksonville
was the narrowest place along the trail to ford livestock across the St.
Johns River, thereby earning the region the name “Cowford.” In honor
of Andrew Jackson’s service as Florida territory’s military governor,

Cowford was renamed Jacksonville and officially incorporated in 1932.

After a period of accelerated post-war reconstruction, Jacksonville
became a popular winter destination for the wealthy. Marketed as the
“Winter City in a Summer Land,” grand hotels surrounded Hemming
Park in downtown and resorts popped up by the beach. On May 3,
1901, Jacksonville was devastated by the third largest metropolitan
fire in the nation. Despite this tragedy, the aftermath led to a major
reconstruction and architectural renaissance. More than 13,000
buildings were constructed between 1901 and 1912, with innovations
such as the elevator and escalator making their Southern debut.

DUVAL-BEACHES

BEACHES

The Beaches area is comprised of Jacksonville Beach, Neptune
Beach, Atlantic Beach and Mayport. These seaside municipalities
offer an assortment of residential areas with a laid-back atmosphere.
Jacksonville Beach has numerous clubs, bars and restaurants offering
some of the best nightlife and entertainment in the area. Neptune

Jacksonville founder Isaiah Hart named two of the
city's first streets after his daughters, Julia and Laura.
Duval Street, like the county, was named for William
Pope Duval, the first Territorial Governor of Florida.

Beach, the youngest and smallest of the beach communities,
encompasses 2.5 square miles between Atlantic Beach and
Jacksonville Beach. Through strict growth management benchmarks,
Neptune Beach maintains a tranquil standard of living for its residents.
The heart of Neptune Beach and Atlantic Beach is the Beaches Town
Center, which offers residents of both cities a variety of shopping and
dining options. Atlantic Beach is mostly residential, with the majority
of the developed areas being single-family homes. For non-coastline
residents, there are 14 different access points along Atlantic Beach'’s
two miles of oceanfront.

MAYPORT

One of the nation’s oldest fishing villages, Mayport is located just north
of Atlantic Beach. Residents of this coastal village have access to
freshly caught seafood (especially Mayport shrimp—a culinary staple
on the First Coast), boat ramps and the St. Johns River Ferry. Since
1948, residents and visitors alike have used the ferry to commute
between Mayport and Fort George Island. Mayport offers affordable
housing and apartments, which is convenient for military personnel and
civilians who work at nearby Naval Station Mayport.

ARLINGTON/FORT CAROLINE

This thriving residential and commercial area of Jacksonville is
bordered by the St. Johns River to the west and north, the Intracoastal
Waterway to the east and Atlantic Boulevard to the south. Residential
options in Arlington/Fort Caroline include single- and multi-family
developments, condominiums, townhomes, waterfront properties and
golf communities.

to the Atlantic Ocean and from the Duval/Nassau county line to the
St. Johns and Trout rivers. Once a rural area, Oceanway has grown
significantly since the early 1980s. New housing developments,
neighborhoods and apartment complexes are increasingly emerging
in Oceanway, along with new schools and River City Marketplace
with over 50 outlets. Neighboring New Berlin and Yellow Bluff are
among the fastest growing areas in the city of Jacksonville. Also on
the Northside, the neighborhood of Panama Park was the original
site of East Florida’s first steam-powered sawmill in 1828 and also the
Cummer Lumber Mill that was the city’s largest employer for some
time. Residential growth in the area was triggered by the sale of 200
50-acre lots, sold by George W. Clark, Sr. in 1910 and continues
today with single-family homes, apartment complexes and condos.

DUVAL-SOUTH

INTRACOASTAL

Although the area is relatively small, the Intracoastal community has
seen an increase in residential and commercial development over the
past few years. Bordered by the Intracoastal Waterway on the east
and Hodges Boulevard on the west, the Intracoastal area features

a multitude of apartments, condominiums, retirement communities
and subdivisions.

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MANDARIN

This southernmost neighborhood of Jacksonville is enriched with
nature and history. Mandarin is bordered by the St. Johns River to

the west, Philips Highway to the east, Julington Creek to the south
and Beauclerc/San Jose to the north. Officially named Mandarin in
1830 for the area’s major crop—Mandarin oranges—the community
became part of Jacksonville in 1968. Today, Mandarin is a convenient
location that offers residents a selection of housing. Beauclerc and San
Jose are two older neighborhoods that lie between the San Marco/
Miramar area and Mandarin. Most of the homes along Beauclerc Road
are a mixture of architectural styles such as brick rambler homes and
two-story contemporaries. San Jose is a prime residential area with the
majority of homes built in the 1950s and 1960s, with the exception of
some new developments of single-family homes and condominiums.

SAN MARCO/MIRAMAR

The San Marco/Miramar area is south of downtown Jacksonville’s
Southbank, west of Philips Highway and east of the St. Johns River.
A diverse community, potential residents have an array of housing
choices including small bungalows, riverfront mansions and brick
apartment complexes. The San Marco Preservation Society ensures
that the community’s historic properties are restored to their original
splendor. San Marco Square is the center of the neighborhood and
offers shopping, dining and entertainment. San Marco is a very
walkable neighborhood, allowing for a less car-dependent lifestyle.

Downtown residents are within walking distance of restaurants,
entertainment venues, nightclubs and bars. River taxis are available to
transport residents and visitors back and forth between the Northbank
and Southbank of the St. Johns River. A variety of residential options
are available for those seeking an urban lifestyle including riverfront
condominiums, lofts and townhomes. Many of the loft apartments are
found in renovated buildings dating back to the early 1920s.

ORTEGA

Ortega lies just south of Riverside and north of Naval Air Station
Jacksonville, between the St. Johns and Ortega rivers. Originally an
island, the area became a peninsula after a land bridge was built on
the island’s southern end. One of the wealthiest neighborhoods in
Jacksonville, the historic homes and riverfront mansions in Ortega are
diverse in architectural style, but many reflect the Mediterranean and
Tudor Revival styles. Old Ortega is east of Highway 17. A section of
Old Ortega is listed on the National Register of Historic Places. Ortega
Forest, a more recently developed area, is west of Highway 17.

he housing market in the Jacksonville area,
despite nearly four years of appreciation,
remains affordable with a stabilized
inventory. New housing construction
continues to grow, but has been outpaced
by the sale of existing structures including
both foreclosures and short sales.

According to Fortune Builders, as recently as 2013, homeowners were
using more than 8 percent of their income to pay for their mortgage.
Despite inflation and appreciation, that number has not increased
dramatically in recent years. Currently, homeowners allocate 9.8
percent of their income to the monthly mortgage. Compared to the
national average of 16.3 percent, Jacksonville is more affordable than
most markets. Affordability, in association with a strong job sector, will
likely continue to drive supply and demand in the region.

It is also worth noting that over the past four years, homes across

the nation have been the beneficiaries of historically high appreciation
rates. In fact, home values have nearly returned to their pre-recession
levels. The Jacksonville housing market is no exception, providing
many homeowners with significant equity during this time. According
to the movoto.com, the average price of a home in the Jacksonville
region is $229,988. Despite historically high appreciation rates over the
last three years, the current median home price in Jacksonville is still
below the national average.

In addition, global real estate services firm, Cushman & Wakefield,
recently released a study that shows home values in Northeast Florida
in 2017 far outpace pre-recession level values. The study also found
Florida’s population grew by more than 1,000 people per day, a pace
that has accelerated over the past year. Jobs are the No. 1 reason
people are attracted to the state. This trend is driven, in part, by the
economic challenges in Puerto Rico. Puerto Rico’s population has

declined by 1.7 percent over the past year, with most exiting residents
initially settling in Florida. Florida’s population will reach 20.7 million by
the end of the year. For reference, in 1910, the state had a population
of 1 million people; by 1980 it had grown to 10 million.

The study analyzed population growth, employment levels, home
values and retail sales activity in Florida’s eight major markets: Fort
Lauderdale, Fort Myers, Jacksonville, Lakeland (Polk County), Miami-

Car Insurance

The mandatory minimum coverage for a registered motor
vehicle is a $10,000 personal injury protection (PIP) policy and
a $10,000 property damage liability (PDL) policy. The minimum
coverage applies to all vehicles registered in the state of Florida,
even if the vehicle is inoperable.

Homestead Exemption

All legal Florida residents who own and reside on property

are eligible for a homestead exemption up to $50,000. This
exemption applies to the first and third $25,000 of the assessed
value of the primary residence. The first $25,000 applies to

all property taxes, including school district taxes. The second
exemption applies to assessed value over $50,000 and only to
non-school taxes. To apply for the exemption, residents should
go to their local Property Appraiser’s office between Jan. 1 and
March 1 of the year the exemption is sought.

Motor Vehicles

Within 10 days of becoming a Florida resident, all motor vehicles
in your possession must be registered and have a Florida
license plate. You are considered a Florida resident when you
have become employed, placed your child in a public school or
established residency in Florida.

Property Taxes

On the First Coast, property taxes are due in March and are
considered delinquent as of April 1. Discounts are given for
property taxes paid in advance. The maximum discount offered
is 4 percent and applies to taxes paid in November. Late taxes
are subject to penalty.

Termite Protection Contract

Due to Florida’s termite problem, it is required by law that a
pest control company provides proof after a termite protection
treatment is performed on new homes in the form of a contract.

For new construction, this contract is valid for a year and can be
renewed for up to four additional years. If buying an older home,
it is recommended, but not mandatory by law, to have a termite
inspection and obtain a termite contract.

Florida is one of seven states in the
U.S. with no personal income tax.
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ortheast Florida is home to gorgeous weather,
meaning First Coasters can enjoy clear blue
skies and balmy ocean breezes practically year-
round. While summers can be hot, winters are
typically mild, and the region enjoys a median
temperature in the mid-70s. North Florida’s
subtropical climate offers residents an average
annual high of 78 F and an average annual low of 62 F. Residents can
enjoy picturesque weather from November until April, with occasional
showers during the summer. No need for snow plows and tire chains
here!

However, the humid subtropical climate can lead to some of nature’s
most powerful storms including hurricanes, lightning storms and
occasional tornadoes. The following information details what new
residents need to know when stormy skies approach.

HURRICANES

Hurricanes are potentially dangerous storms that form over the

ocean. Hurricane season is from the beginning of June to the end of
November, and although they are most common during these months,
hurricanes can form throughout the year. By nature, hurricanes are
most threatening to coastlines, and as a peninsula, Florida has three.
Typically, Northeast Florida receives fewer hurricanes than other parts
of the state because it is the most western point on the U.S. Eastern
Seaboard.

Weather Words to Remember:

Tropical Disturbance: originates in the tropics or subtropics and
maintains an identity for 24 hours

Tropical Depression: maximum sustained wind speed of 38 mph
Tropical Storm: maximum sustained wind speeds of 39 to 73 mph
Hurricane: winds 74 mph and above

Hurricane Watch: hurricane conditions are possible within 48 hours in
or near the watch area

Hurricane Warning: hurricane conditions are expected within 36 hours
in or near the warning area

Hurricane Categories:

When it comes to determining the category of a hurricane,
meteorologists use the Saffir-Simpson Hurricane Wind Scale. Keep in
mind that this categorization scale does not determine other hurricane-
related impacts such as storm surge, rainfall-induced floods or
tornadoes. It does, however, help gauge the safety measures that must
to be taken to prepare before the hurricane makes landfall.

1: minimal; 74 to 95 mph winds
2: moderate; 96 to 110 mph winds

3: extensive; 111 to 129 mph winds

4: extreme; 130 to 156 mph winds

5: catastrophic; 157 mph and higher winds

Storm Preparations

Most natural disasters happen with little or no warning. Being
prepared with emergency supplies and having a plan can help reduce
the physical and emotional impact in the wake of a storm. Just as
you prepare for your family, Northeast Florida counties provide an
emergency management system to help the community.

Highways and roads may be closed during evacuation, so plan out
multiple travel routes.

Protect your home by boarding up windows and glass doors or
installing hurricane shutters. Check your yard for any loose objects
such as patio furniture, plants, toys and lawn tools.

Call your local emergency management or planning/zoning office to
find out if you live in a potential flood zone. If so, consider stocking up
on sand bags to keep water out of your home.

LIGHTNING

Lightning is a major threat during a thunderstorm. Its unpredictability
increases the risk to individuals and property. In a severe thunderstorm,
it is best to be inside a sturdy building. When indoors, do not handle
any electrical equipment because lightning can follow a wire. Also
avoid bathtubs, sinks and faucets with metal pipes. If caught outdoors
and no structure is available, avoid open areas that have trees, towers,
power or telephone lines, and metal objects such as wire fences,
bicycles or golf clubs. If in a car, pull onto the shoulder of a road,

away from any trees that may fall on the vehicle and avoid any flooded
roadways.

TORNADOES

Northeast Florida’s tornadoes are not typically as powerful as the ones
in the Midwest, but can still cause significant damage. Tornadoes can
reach 300 mph with an average forward speed of 30 mph. Watch the
skies and stay tuned to weather radio or television for information. If

a tornado warning occurs, take shelter immediately. When inside a
building or home, stay inside a smaller inner room with no windows
such as a bathroom or closet. Crouch low on the floor and cover your
head with your hands. Tornadoes can develop rapidly, so advanced
warning isn’t always possible. Always be aware of severe weather in
your area.

REGISTRATION & IMMUNIZATION

To enroll a student in a Florida public school, a few requirements must
be fulfilled. Florida law specifies that children who have turned 5 on or
before Sept. 1 of the school year are eligible for admission to public
kindergarten during that school year based on rules provided by the
school board.

All children age 6, or who will turn 6 by Feb. 1 of any school year,

are required to attend school regularly during the entire school term.
Although Florida law does not provide a specific age requirement for
enrollment to public first grade, it dictates that first grade enrolliment
be limited to students who turn 6 on or before Sept. 1, and who have
successfully completed kindergarten; and out-of-state students who
turn 6 years old after Sept. 1 who meet the age requirement for public
kindergarten admission from the transferring state, and who have
successfully completed kindergarten.

When a student turns 16, they are no longer required to attend school
if they file the required formal declaration of intent to terminate school
enrollment with the school district, and the declaration is signed by a
parent or legal guardian.

¢ A Florida Certificate of Immunization, Form 680 (blue card)

e Evidence of a medical exam completed no less than 12 months

The Florida Certificate of Immunization needs to be completed by

a licensed Florida physician or a Florida county health department.
County health departments generally offer free immunizations to those
unable to afford them through a private physician. Exemptions may be
provided for medical or religious reasons. The immunizations required
are at minimum:

e Four or five doses of diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis (DTP or DTaP)
vaccine

e Three, four or five doses of polio (IPV or OPV) vaccine

e Two doses of measles, mumps and rubella (MMR) vaccine
e Two or three doses of hepatitis B vaccine

e Two doses of varicella (chicken pox) vaccine

e One dose of Haemophilus influenza type b (HIB) vaccine (for Pre-K
entry)

The Florida Standards Assessments (FSA) in English Language Arts
and in Mathematics serve to measure the progress and educational
gains in students. Students in grades 5 and 8 also take the Statewide
Science Assessment. The Florida End-of-Course (EOC) Assessments
are part of Florida’s Next Generation Sunshine State Standards
(NGSSS) Strategic Plan for the purpose of increasing student
achievement and improving college and career readiness. EOC
Assessments are computer-based, criterion-referenced assessments
that measure the NGSSS for specific courses, as outlined in their
course descriptions. These assessments are offered for Biology 1,
Civics and U.S. History.

HOME EDUCATION

Home schooling is a parent-directed education program that allows

a child to learn at their own pace in the comfort of their home.

Parents who home-school must comply with all the state statutes and
regulations. Florida Statute 1002.41 requires that the district school
superintendent is informed in writing that a child will be home-schooled
30 days prior to the intended start date. A parent must also keep a
portfolio of records and materials, and provide an annual educational
evaluation. For more information, visit the website of the Florida Parent-

MONTESSORI

The First Coast offers a selection of schools that provide Montessori
education. This approach to learning encourages independence and
freedom of choice within approved limits. The Montessori method
moves alongside a child’s natural development, with regards to social
and psychological growth. Children are offered a hands-on style

to education, and teachers are required to be specially trained in
Montessori programs.

CHARTER SCHOOLS

Charter schools have been an option in Florida’s public education for
more than a decade. These schools are publicly funded and were
created to give parents and students more education choices. Some
charter schools include themed learning approaches focusing on areas
such as arts, sciences and technologies. Other charter schools provide
services to special populations, such as students at risk of academic
failure or students with disabilities. If you would like to learn more about
the benefits of a charter school, please email
charterschools@fldoe.org.

CHOICES IN HIGHER EDUCATION

There are a variety of postsecondary educational institutions located
here on the First Coast. The following gives you a more detailed look at
each of them.

Agricultural, Technical and Specialized Colleges

Colleges focus on preparing students for specific careers in fields
such as business, computer technology, cosmetology and seminary.
They offer associate degrees, technical diplomas, apprenticeships and
certificate programs. Some colleges even offer bachelor’s, master’s
and doctoral degrees in certain vocational programs.

Private Colleges and Universities

Private colleges and universities tend to be more expensive than public
institutions due to their reliance on tuition, fees, endowments and other
private sources for funding. Unlike public colleges and universities,
private institutions are smaller and may offer a more personalized
education. These institutions also have selective criteria for their
admissions.

Public/State Colleges and Universities

Public/state colleges and universities are less expensive, particularly
for in-state residents, than private institutions. This is because they
get most of their funding from the state government. Similar to private
institutions, most have selective criteria for their admissions. Public
institutions tend to provide more courses than private colleges and
universities due to their larger size. Through the Florida College
System, former community colleges now offer bachelor’s degrees to
provide the community with more education options.

acksonville has an eclectic Downtown that is in
the midst of a thriving revitalization. With one of
the fastest growing metro areas in the country
and consistently named a top Southern city for
jobs, Jacksonville’s urban core houses Fortune
500 companies, as well as many local and
regional businesses.

From EverBank and Citizen’s Property Insurance to Perdue Office
Interiors and Sweet Pete’s gourmet chocolate and candy store,
Downtown contains a dynamic mix of corporations, culture and city-
dwellers. Recent additions include Ameris Bank, Fifth Third Bank,
Gresham Smith & Partners and Folio Weekly.

The Jessie Ball duPont Center, once home to the Haydon Burns Public
Library, is a prime example of historic renovation and reuse. It has shed

its former image, transforming into a vibrant and collaborative nonprofit
center, home to the duPont Foundation, the United Way of Northeast
Florida and other charitable organizations. The Cultural Council of
Greater Jacksonville and Downtown Vision are also both housed in the
urban core, working tirelessly to promote Jacksonville to the business,
arts and cultural communities.

Downtown'’s residential sector is enjoying unprecedented growth.
There are thousands of Downtown residents, with more than 90
percent of current Downtown residences occupied. The renaissance
of the Brooklyn area has brought new residential and retail
establishments, and Florida State College at Jacksonville (FSCJ) is
planning student housing in the heart of Downtown, just blocks from
FSCJ’s urban core campus.

An active entertainment and event schedule keeps Downtown busy
at night and on weekends. In addition to the Jacksonville Jaguars,
Downtown is home to the city’s minor league baseball team, the
Florida Marlins Double-A affiliate the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp, and
the Jacksonville Sharks, an arena football team.

The Elbow, Downtown Jacksonville’s entertainment district, is centered
around the historic Florida Theatre and has cultivated a walkable
culinary, cultural and entertainment arena consisting of restaurants,
clubs and other venues. The Jacksonville Landing is one of the city’s
most popular riverfront venues, hosting more than 350 events annually.
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Intuition Ale Works and Manifest Distilling both made Downtown

home in 2016, adding to the entertainment options in and around the
sports complex. Located at the corner of A. Philip Randolph Boulevard
and Bay Street, the building draws in sports fans, concertgoers and
Downtown residents alike. Intuition, a craft brewery founded in 2010,
timed their September opening to coincide with the match-up between
the U.S. Men’s National Team and Trinidad & Tobago at EverBank
Field. Manifest is Jacksonville’s only full-scale distillery to be located
Downtown and opened next door to Intuition.

With more than five miles of scenic riverfront and a three-mile
Riverwalk, Downtown is also home to the annual Jacksonville Jazz
Festival and Jacksonville’s popular monthly Art Walk. Visitors can also
enjoy the nearby Cummer Museum of Art and Gardens, the Museum
of Contemporary Art (MOCA), the Museum of Science and History
(MOSH), the Ritz Theatre and Museum, the Downtown Jacksonville
Public Library and the Riverside Arts Market.

“I've been a Downtown stakeholder, property owner and business
owner for more than a decade and over that amount of time,
Downtown has consistently improved. The surge of residential and
retail in Brooklyn has been a huge shot in the arm, and the Southbank
is steadily growing with its office, residential base and future multi-use
projects. With the attention being paid to the sports and entertainment
district by EverBank Field, | expect even more growth will follow. We
also have millions in public and private investment planned for art in the
public realm Downtown in the next few years. I'm very bullish on the
new projects coming in and the adoption of Downtown as the hot spot

80 local companies have national or divisional
headquarters in Northeast Florida, giving us an impressive list of
businesses with a track record of success in our market.

Many companies choose to locate their regional, national or global
headquarters here because of the competitive cost of living, highly
skilled talent and quality of life. In addition, lean manufacturing,
regulatory compliance, information technology and military are
strengths unique to our region.

Amazon

Amazon, the largest Internet-based retailer in the world, is investing an
additional $115 million in Jacksonville to build an international, state-
of-the-art fulfillment center that will create another 1,000 jobs. This is
in addition to the company’s multi-story facility that was announced

last year that will total approximately 2.4 million square feet of space.
The Northwest Jacksonville facility represented the single largest jobs
announcement in the city’s history. The second facility is breaking all
records of employment possibilities in Jacksonville.

The announcement of construction of a new lkea in Jacksonville

not only brought 500 construction jobs to the area, but also created
jobs for 325 Floridians in November. Fifty of these jobs are in food
service, while the others include home furnishings sales, warehouse
receiving, facility management, child play-area supervision, etc. The
290,000-square-foot Sweden-based store boasts one of Florida’s
largest retail solar roofs, furthering lkea’s ideal of sustainable living. The
Jacksonville store is the 46th Ikea location in the U.S.—and finally, we
can get our share of the two million Swedish meatballs eaten at Ikea
stores each day.

Hans-Mill Corporation

JAXUSA announced in May 2017 that Hans-Mill Corporation, a
manufacturer of stainless steel trash cans, opened its first U.S. factory
in Jacksonville, Florida, moving production from China.

According to the post, Hans-Mill's new 121,000 square foot facility
anticipates creating more than 50 local jobs as part of Walmart’s
10-year commitment to buy an additional $250 billion in products
supporting American jobs. The factory will use state-of-the-art
automated assembly equipment and, in the beginning, produce
stainless steel, pedal trash cans. This equipment, developed by a
consortium of international equipment makers, is believed to be the
first of its kind in this industry.

“Our economy continues to gain significant momentum with new
jobs and opportunities coming to our city,” said Mayor Lenny

Curry. “Jacksonville’s growing manufacturing industry is attracting
international companies like Hans-Mill Corporation that are adding
even more opportunities for families in our community. With the
opening of this new facility, we are increasing Jacksonville’s growing
reputation as a hub for international business.”

In addition to e-commerce, Fanatics provides a global sports retail
platform to fans through multichannel-integrated events, offering team
retail merchandise across all leagues in stadiums and at major sporting
events.

FIS Global

Headquartered in Jacksonville, FIS offers a broad range of enterprise
banking and capital markets capabilities to empower financial
institutions and businesses worldwide. FIS currently has nearly 1,100
employees in Duval County and employs more than 4,500 Floridians
statewide.

FIS, a global leader in financial services technology, is expanding

its presence in Jacksonville and will be creating 250 new jobs. The
expansion will generate a capital investment of more than $2 million in
the local community.

Florida Plastics Recycling

Florida Plastics Recycling, a plastic water bottle recycling company,
announced in March 2017 it will build a plastics recycling facility in
Jacksonville to process polyethylene terephthalate (PET) bottles,
according to JAXUSA.

After an extensive search in Florida, the company settled on a site in
northwest Jacksonville, bringing 30 jobs to the region. Florida Plastic
Recycling recently leased a 33,000-square-foot facility in the metro
Jacksonville area, citing the accessibility of the port and the logistics
infrastructure.

The PET plastic bottles Florida Plastics recycles will be used to create
raw plastic flakes that will be used by other companies to make
plastics products.

GRACE Aerospace

GRACE Aerospace announced in February 2017 that the company
is relocating its product manufacturing operations and expanding its
current Jacksonville operations near Cecil Commerce Center. “Our
priority as a company is to meet the real-time design, manufacturing
and schedule needs of our customers. Locating all our capabilities
here in JAX—from engineering to manufacturing, and electrical to
structural—allows us to be more accessible and responsive to design
changes and often time-sensitive requirements without compromising
schedule. It just makes sense,” said GRACE Aerospace President
Stephen Carlo.

JAXUSA reported that with more than 16 years of experience building
aircraft, vehicle and ground support parts for both military and
commercial end users, GRACE’s expansion will bring an additional 25
jobs to the local community and expand the production facility by more
than 15,000 square feet.

“Like so many other companies have before, GRACE Aerospace
recognized the opportunities for growth in Jacksonville’s aviation
sector,” said Jacksonville City Counciiman Doyle Carter. “We are
excited to see the company expanding and bringing more advanced
manufacturing jobs to Cecil Commerce Center that will continue to put
our citizens to work.”

The center will be an integral part of the firm and will bring specialized
technology, business process support and other professional services
to clients in the Banking and Capital Markets, Insurance and Wealth
and Asset Management industries. The center will also further enhance
EY’s ability to help clients streamline and improve business operations
and manage risk in order to achieve cost savings and maintain their
competitive advantage.

Saft America

Saft America, a French firm that moved its manufacturing plant to
Jacksonville in 2011 to make lithium-ion batteries has blossomed

into a state-of-the-art advanced manufacturing facility with nearly 300
employees as of 2017. The company credits much of this growth

to the support of local organizations including JAXUSA Partnership,
the First Coast Manufacturers Association, Florida State College
Jacksonville and the University of North Florida. “The region’s favorable
business climate, skilled workforce, good logistics and low operational
costs solidified our decision to build our manufacturing plant at Cecil
Commerce Center and relocate our U.S. headquarters to the area,”
said Tom Alcide, President and CEO of Saft America.
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The 235,200-square-foot manufacturing facility produces 4,800,000
cells per year. Supported in part through Department of Energy
investments, batteries produced at the facility go into cutting-edge
electric drive vehicles for American families. They are also used to
power military hybrid vehicles and for other industrial, agricultural and
military applications.

Mercedes-Benz USA

Mercedes-Benz USA, a division of Daimler AG, will be moving an
engineering services division from New Jersey to Jacksonville. The
company is consolidating the engineering services division with its
Quiality Evaluation Center (QEC) in Jacksonville.

The 50 jobs will be a mix of employees relocating to Northeast Florida
and new hires from the local market. Mercedes-Benz currently employs
more than 100 Floridians at the Jacksonville facility.

The global leader in high-quality, innovative surgical
technology is establishing its first U.S.-based manufacturing company
in Jacksonville. The company will focus on 3-D printing while creating
at least 25 new jobs and investing more than $5 million with the
potential for future growth.

According to JAXUSA Partnership, the company considered a
number of cities across the country when deciding on a site for its
manufacturing operations. Ultimately, Jacksonville’s competitive
location, access to talent and current footprint were key reasons in the
company’s decision—all good news for Jacksonville.

Kaman, a global aerospace and industrial manufacturer and distributor,
announced in 2016 that it plans to add 200 jobs in Jacksonville as an
expansion of its operation.

industry added 48,400 new jobs, according to floridatrend.com.
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One in every six jobs in Northeast Florida is in the health care and
life sciences sector, according to the JAXUSA website. The annual
economic impact of this industry is $25 million, with more than $400
million invested in Jacksonville’s hospitals.

Eight of the top 50 employers in Jacksonville are health systems and
hospitals. This includes Baptist Health, Mayo Clinic, University of
Florida (UF) Health, St. Vincent’s HealthCare, Memorial Hospital, Flagler
Hospital, Orange Park Medical Center and Brooks Rehabilitation.
Health care related companies also top the list with Florida Blue,
Johnson & Johnson Vision Care and Aetna.

The health care industry is a major economic driver in the region. Not
only do health care facilities provide a significant amount of jobs to the
area, they provide quality jobs where employees want to have long-
lasting careers.

Baptist Medical Center Jacksonville has been rated one of the top

10 “nurse-friendly” hospitals in the U.S. The nursing education and
information website TopRNtoBSN.com listed Baptist as No. 4 out of 30
hospitals that provide superior work environments and benefits for their
nursing staff.

In 2016, Becker’s Hospital Review named St. Vincent’s HealthCare
one of “150 great places to work in health care.” It recognizes that the
health system has adopted numerous initiatives, including the creation
of an intranet, where workers can request new equipment and submit
suggestions for workplace improvement.

Patients, physicians and residents in Northeast Florida benefit from a
growing and thriving health care industry. The expansion and growth
of the medical community not only brings better patient care, but also
brings jobs directly to the area.

EXPANDING HEALTH CARE FACILITIES

With the expansion of health care facilities in Northeast Florida,
business opportunities and high paying jobs are added economic
security to the area. Building new structures creates jobs for those in
the construction industry as well as health care.

Baptist MD Anderson Cancer Center

\W(0):14 Health Care’s Economic Impact in Northeast Florida

Bapitist’'s groundbreaking affiliation with MD Anderson Cancer Center
is changing cancer treatment and research in Northeast Florida. The
official partnership has successfully brought economic growth to the
region. Baptist Health and MD Anderson are bringing in additional
medical and surgical experts to join the existing cancer care staff.
Bapitist broke ground on construction on the facility in June 2016,
which provides access to care from the Texas-based cancer center.
The center will temporarily be housed in the 100,000-square-foot
Baptist Outpatient Center, which is currently home to Baptist Health’s
Hill Breast Center and the Edna Wiliams Cancer Center.

In 2016, Brooks Rehabilitation opened University Crossing, a new
111-bed skilled nursing facility. The three-story, approximately
82,000-square-foot building specializes in neurological conditions
and includes two specialty units: a 12-bed unit for patients requiring a
ventilator and a 10-bed brain injury unit. University Crossing is located
at the intersection of Beach and University boulevards and serves
short- and long-term patients.

The addition of St. Vincent’s Medical Center Clay County, a $110
million facility, has added approximately 700 jobs to the region and
provided more accessible health care to those living in Clay County.
The new hospital continues to expand and impact the economic
growth in Northeast Florida. A patient tower opened in 2016, bringing
more than 100 jobs to the area. The $33.1 million project added 30
inpatient beds, 13 treatment rooms in the ER, in addition to maternity
and women'’s services.

UF Health opened the first phase of UF Health North in 2015. The
210,000-square-foot, six-story outpatient medical complex consists
of a 28-bed emergency room, a medical office building in addition

to more than 20 specialty services. UF Health broke ground on the
project in 2013. The second phase of UF Health North opened in June
2017 and includes a 92-bed inpatient hospital. The population has
been steadily increasing in this area and is expected to increase by 10
percent in the next five years, according to the UF Health Jacksonville
website. The new state-of-the-art hospital will fill the medical needs

of the growing population in northern Duval and Nassau counties. UF
Health North is expected to have an ongoing positive impact on the
local economy through the creation of approximately 350 new jobs.
The campus is adjacent to River City Marketplace, one of the busiest
shopping centers on the Northside of Jacksonville.
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Bapitist Health is also adding facilities to the growing region of
Jacksonville’s Northside. Opened in 2016, Baptist North Medical
Campus includes two emergency centers, one for adults and one that
focuses on pediatric care. Baptist Medical Center Jacksonville Hospital
President Michael Mayo estimated approximately 65 new full-time jobs
would be created just in the construction of the emergency center
alone. In 2017, the second phase opened a new YMCA, physician
offices and a Healthy Living Center.

With the continuation of new projects commencing in the Jacksonville
area, it is evident that health care accounts for a significant portion

of job creation. Creating jobs in the health care field is beneficial

to the economy of the area, since they require an advanced skill

set. Professional health care careers require specialized education,
training and continuing education. Hospitals and health care facilities
not only create employment for physicians and nurses, but also for
accountants, computer programmers and administrators. Health care
careers attract workers who typically command higher wages that
benefit the economy as these individuals possess higher purchasing
power for homes, commaodities, entertainment and other services, thus
boosting the economic growth in the area.

The health care industry can also lead to direct and supporting
employment at local businesses in the community that provide goods,
services and resources needed to operate and maintain the multiple
medical, biomedical, communication and technological components of
the industry.

Ranked No. 1 in Florida and No. 1 in Jacksonville by the 2016-

2017 U.S. News & World Report, Mayo Clinic continues to bring
groundbreaking medical expertise to the First Coast. The hospital

has begun construction on a $300 million expansion project. The
150,000-square-foot medical center will have a two-year timeline, and
is projected to be completed in 2018. In addition, Mayo has added 900
new staff members. The new facility will provide integrated services for
patients with neurological problems, neurosurgery, hematology and
oncology. Initially rising four stories, the building will potentially

reach 11.

Another construction project includes a state-of-the-art positron
emission tomography (PET) radiochemistry facility. It will house a
radiochemistry laboratory and a cyclotron-a particle accelerator,
providing prostate cancer patients with access to the latest
advancement in staging and detection. Mayo has also announced

that it is investing $70.5 million to add four floors to the Mayo Building
South and remodel the Davis Building. The project will add 80,000 new
square feet and renovate the 40,000 existing square feet. The project
is expected to be completed in 2019.

These expansions are expected to boost Mayo Clinic’s medical tourism
industry and will increase the number of people Mayo employs in the
Jacksonville area, which will benefit the local economy even more.
Currently, Mayo employs 5,900 and contributes more than $2 billion to
Florida’s economy.

MEDICAL TOURISM

Another boost to the area’s economy is a growing trend known as
medical tourism. Many people travel to Florida to escape the harsh
weather of the north. However, some visitors to Jacksonville and
Northeast Florida are not only seeking a vacation, they are also taking
advantage of the area’s medical expertise. According to Florida
TaxWatch, “Medical tourism has been on the rise and Florida, with
renowned medical expertise, health centers of excellence, desirable
vacation locations, and multiple transportation access routes, is poised
to capture a portion of [the] world market.”

Medical tourism and meetings generate around $53 million in local
economic impact, according to Visit Jacksonville, with about $30
million of that coming from conventions and other gatherings.
According to Mayo Clinic, medical tourists are those seeking medical
care in Jacksonville who live at least 150 miles from the area. Some
medical tourists travel from as far as Europe to seek medical treatment
in Northeast Florida.

In Jacksonville, The University of Florida Proton Therapy Institute has
had a significant impact on bringing in medical tourists. The institute
sees hundreds of pediatric patients each year, who come with their
families and stay in Jacksonville for more than a month. Thousands of
patients from around the world have received proton therapy at the UF
Health Proton Therapy Institute. Grants have been given for medical
tourism and part of that money is going towards UF Health’s Proton
Therapy Institute and other facilities.

A PROMISING OUTLOOK ON THE FUTURE

The vibrant and expanding health care industry in Northeast Florida
contributes significantly to the overall economy of the region. Health
care generates higher paying jobs, contributes to growth in sales and
employment in other business sectors, facilitates the attraction and
retention of new businesses, and enables consumers to effectively and
conveniently access quality health care in their own community. With all
these factors combined, it is safe to predict that the already significant
economic impact of the local health care industry will continue to
flourish for years to come.

Coach, Inc.

Everyone knows the iconic Coach label; it may come as a surprise that
every product the company produces comes through Jacksonville at
their 850,000-square-foot distribution center. The center, located at the
Jacksonville International Tradeport, has tripled in size since it opened
in 1995, and the company’s rapid growth in Asia may necessitate
additional expansions in the future.

The Jacksonville facility is the company’s only U.S. distribution center
and more than 350 employees are responsible for shipping out
hundreds of thousands, sometimes even millions, of orders every
month. Jacksonville is the company’s largest and main facility, and is
supported by two smaller distribution centers in Asia.

It was recently reported that the Jacksonville warehouse and
distribution center had been sold for $90.5 million. The sale was

first announced last August, but it didn’t close until 12 months later.
According to a press release, Intercontinental Real Estate Corp., an
investment firm based in Boston, bought the property. Coach will
continue to occupy the entire building, as the New York-based maker
of bags, outerwear and a variety of accessories still has 13 years left
on the lease, along with two 10-year options.

Mike Davis, executive director of Cushman & Wakefield, the company
that brokered the deal, said in August that it was the largest non-
portfolio industrial sale in the area since 2013.

With two locations in Jacksonville, Crowley Maritime Corporation has a
strong shipping and distribution presence in Northeast Florida. Crowley
is the leading ocean cargo carrier between the U.S. and Puerto Rico,
the Eastern and Western Caribbean and Central America. According
to Crowley, with frequent and timely sailings, and the proximity of the
Caribbean Basin to the U.S., they are able to deliver “Speed to Market”
for customers in need of liner shipping services.

With a fundamental understanding that supply chains continue to
operate within an increasingly complex and dynamic set of variables,
the company is positioned as a worldwide partner offering flexible,
scalable and agile logistics solutions. Crowley is known for being
able to seamlessly handle most any logistics requirement by offering
services that it has spent over 121 years perfecting.

CSX Intermodal

CSX provides rail, intermodal and rail-to-truck transload services and
solutions to customers across a broad array of markets, including
energy, industrial, construction, agricultural and consumer products.
In 2003, CSX Corporation established headquarters in Jacksonville
and is the leading supplier of rail-based freight transportation in North
America.

At the Jacksonville location, CSX has a Major Rail Yard, as well as
several terminals, including the intermodal, TRANSFLO, service bulk
transfer and auto distribution terminals.

The company had a rough year in 2015. Shortly after 2014’s buyout
of members at headquarters, there was a layoff of 52 employees,
followed by a derailing in February that led to the spillage of 100

cars each carrying 30,000 gallons of crude oil. This accident fed an
ongoing safety debate over crude oil tankers. A press release from
CSX reported that the company will continue to have a bumpy ride as
the macroeconomic environment continues to challenge many of the
railroad’s markets. The low price of natural gas is expected to displace
domestic coal, a challenge CSX has been dealing with for the last four
years.

Despite these obstacles, the Jacksonville-based company has been
able to continue improving operations while growing intermodal and
the outlook for the upcoming years is much improved. It is worth
noting, that despite these obstacles, Forbes magazine named CSX
as one of the “Best Employers” in the U.S., and Fortune magazine
honored the company by ranking CSX as one of its most admired
transportation companies.

The unique network of independent agents and capacity providers
operating under the Landstar umbrella enjoys the strength and support
of one of the industry’s most stable and successful companies. This
unique business model “provides customers with personalized service
at the local level with the global reach and resources of a multi-billion
dollar company,” said Landstar. Various value-added services include
pick/pack and fulfilment, consolidation/deconsolidation, cross-
dock/transloading, custom labeling, HazMat handling, kitting, sub-
assembly and reverse logistics, all of which contribute to the integrated
management solutions offered at Landstar.

For the 14th consecutive year, Landstar has been recognized by
Inbound Logistics magazine as a “Top 100 3PL” (third-party logistics
company). Landstar was also selected by Inbound Logistics with a
“Readers’ Choice: Top 10 3PL Excellence Award.”

The volume of big business in Northeast Florida requires a means

to support the transport of products. Fortunately, the First Coast is
blessed with a deep water port boasting the widest shipping channel

in the Southeast U.S.—a channel wide enough for two ships to pass at
the same time. JAXPORT is a full-service, international trade seaport
situated at the crossroads of the nation’s rail and highway network. The
port has three marine terminals that handled 8.2 million tons of cargo
in 2015, including more than 650,000 vehicles and more containers
than any other port complex in Florida.

The port owns, maintains and markets three cargo terminals, a cruise
terminal and an intermodal rail terminal along the St. Johns River:
Blount Island Marine Terminal, Dames Point Marine Terminal, Talleyrand
Marine Terminal, the JAXPORT Cruise Terminal and the JAXPORT
Intermodal Container Transfer Facility.

According to a 2014 study commissioned by JAXPORT, cargo activity
through Jacksonville’s seaport positively impacts tens of thousands

of jobs and supports nearly $27 billion in annual economic output

for the region and state. The study cites significant growth in the
port’s impact during the last five years with figures that represent an
increase of nearly 10 percent since 2008, a recessionary time period
in which overall job figures declined in Duval County. “Job generation
in the private sector is a primary goal of ours,” said JAXPORT Chief
Executive Officer Brian Taylor. “This updated research reaffirms that
as JAXPORT grows its international reputation and as we continue to
invest in building a state-of-the-art public seaport, we create significant
opportunities for local businesses and individuals to prosper.”

JAXPORT Cargo

JAXPORT owns, maintains and markets three cargo terminals and
one passenger cruise terminal along the St. Johns River: Blount Island
Marine Terminal, Dames Point Marine Terminal, Talleyrand Marine
Terminal and the JAXPORT Cruise Terminal.

The Blount Island Marine Terminal has 7,094 linear feet of deep
water berth and is JAXPORT's largest marine facility and one of the
largest vehicle import/export centers in the U.S. The newly rebuilt
heavy lift cargo berth ranks as one of the nation’s highest weight-
bearing capacity docks, offering up to 1,800 pounds per square foot of
load capacity.

Located 10 nautical miles from the Atlantic Ocean, Dames Point
Marine Terminal is JAXPORT’s newest marine facility with 5,002 linear
feet of deep water berths. The TraPac Container Terminal at Dames
Point features new port infrastructure, including roadways, terminal
buildings, two 1,200-foot berths and six New Panamax container
cranes. The JAXPORT Cruise Terminal at Dames Point is home to
Carnival Cruise Lines’ 2,052-passenger ship, Fascination.

The third terminal, Talleyrand Marine Terminal, is located 21 nautical
miles from the Atlantic Ocean on the St. Johns River with 4,780

linear feet of berthing space. The terminal handles containerized and
breakbulk cargoes, automobiles and liquid bulk commaodities such as
molasses and vegetable oils.
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Talleyrand’s on-dock rail facilities are run by Talleyrand Terminal
Railroad Inc., which provides direct switching service for Norfolk
Southern and CSX rail lines. The terminal is only 25 minutes from
Florida East Coast Railroad’s intermodal ramp, and is conveniently
located within minutes of interstates 1-95 and I-10.

JAXPORT Cruise Terminal

Since 2003, more than 2 million passengers have sailed from
Jacksonville and the JAXPORT Cruise Terminal. More than 183,000
cruise passengers sailed from the JAXPORT cruise terminal in 2015
and the ships have an average 120 percent occupancy rate. With
passengers traveling from all 50 states, the cruise industry has created
an estimated 460 new jobs and more than $67 million in new annual
economic impact for Northeast Florida.

On May 2, 2016, JAXPORT welcomed the Carnival Elation to
Jacksonville. The 2,054 passenger Carnival Elation is a newer ship
that replaced the Carnival Fascination, which is now home-ported in
San Juan, Puerto Rico. The Elation offers four-day cruises to Freeport
and Nassau in the Bahamas and five-day voyages to Nassau and the
private Bahamian island of Half Moon Cay, making JAXPORT an ideal
cruise departure location.

Port of Fernandina

The Port of Fernandina provides terminal service to over 10 pulp
and paper producers located throughout Florida and the Southeast. In
addition, the port has expanded in providing steel export services to
several steel mills in the Southeast. Because of the unique positioning
of the Port of Fernandina, the OHPA is also developing partnerships
with various lines to create a connection to interstate, rail and air
services by which more goods and services can be delivered to more
destinations around the globe.

The Port of Fernandina features a short entrance channel only 2.2
miles from the ocean with a channel draft of 36 feet MLW free of any
overhead obstructions. The 850 foot turning basin is directly adjacent
to the 1,200 liner foot pier. Tug services are available, but not required,
weather permitting. Most vessels can transit from the sea buoy in one
hour. Exports include forest products such as Kraft Liner Board and
lumber, machinery, yachts and steel products. Imports handled at the
Port of Fernandina include steel rebar and wire rod coils, hardwoods
and oats. Additionally, the containerized commodities moving through
the port are made up of consumer goods, building materials, plastics,
beverages, frozen and chilled foods, and newsprint.

As a newcomer to an area, one of the more frustrating things can be
when locals give you directions and refer to roads by names that you
are not familiar with. The First Coast has many roads and highways
that make it easy and convenient for residents to get where they need
to go, so long as they know the ropes. For example, you need to get
to the end of Roosevelt Boulevard, but when the directions you have
tell you to take Park Avenue, it can become quite confusing if you don'’t
know that they are in fact the same road. To help new residents with
the challenge of learning a new town, we have provided the common
alternative names for some of the major roadways.

BRIDGES

The First Coast is home to many bodies of water, including rivers, the
largest of which is the St. Johns River. Seven major bridges cross the
St. Johns in the Jacksonville area, shooting over the river like arcs
from an enormous fountain. From northeast to southwest they are:
Dames Point Bridge, Mathews Bridge, Hart Bridge, Main Street (John
T. Alsop, Jr.) Bridge, Acosta Bridge, Fuller Warren Bridge (I-95) and the
Buckman Bridge. Additionally, the Shands Bridge, near Green Cove
Springs, connects St. Johns County with Clay County, where you can
almost always find a fisherman or two trying their luck by casting a line
off of the bridge.

North of Jacksonville, two bridges connect Amelia Island to Duval
and Nassau counties—the Nassau Sound Bridge and the Thomas J.
Shave, Jr. Bridge. The Nassau Sound Bridge is located on Heckscher
Drive. The bridge crosses the Nassau Sound and connects Amelia
Island to Duval County. The Thomas J. Shave, Jr. Bridge is located on
A1A; it crosses the Intracoastal Waterway and connects Amelia Island
to Yulee in Nassau County for a scenic commute.

The most well-known bridge in St. Johns County is the Bridge of Lions,
which connects St. Augustine’s historic district to Anastasia Island. The
majestic bridge received its name from the two marble lion statues that
are perched at the base of the bridge. The lions are stunning replicas
of those at Florence’s Loggia dei Lanzi. The Mickler O’Connell Bridge,
also known as the State Road 312 Bridge, crosses the Matanzas River
into Anastasia Island near Flagler Hospital. Another widely used bridge
is the Vilano Beach Causeway, where State Road A1A crosses the
Tolomato River.

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION
JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (JTA)

JTA is an independent state agency providing public transportation
services. The agency also designs and constructs highways and
bridges.
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Bus — JTA manages all bus services in the greater Jacksonville area,
with buses traveling more than 30 routes around Duval County.

The JTA Paratransit offers door-to-door service for disabled and
disadvantaged riders. JTA has Park-n-Ride lots around the city with
express service to downtown Jacksonville. The Stadium Shuttle
provides transportation to and from the stadium via two downtown
and three suburban lots for sporting events. The Inter-County

Shuttle Service connects with neighboring county transportation
providers, including the Sunshine Bus Company in St. Augustine, to
provide access to locations all over the First Coast. JTA also offers
Community Shuttles with scheduled stops and premium curbside
pickups by reservation. Community Shuttles run in the following areas:
Arlington, the Beaches, Cecil Commerce Center, Dinsmore-River City
Marketplace, Edgewood, Golfbrook, Mandarin, Northside, Ortega-NAS
and Talleyrand.

Trolley — JTA's trolley lines offer increased transportation flexibility in
and around Riverside and at the Beaches. The Riverside Trolley
connects Downtown and Riverside. The fare is $0.75. The Beaches
Trolley provides transportation between Atlantic Beach, Neptune
Beach and Jacksonville Beach. The fare is $1.50. All trolley transport is
free for seniors.

Skyway — The Skyway is an automated transit system for easy and
convenient access around downtown Jacksonville. Trains depart every
three minutes during peak times and every three to six minutes at other
times. The Skyway is inter-connected with the trolley system to provide
transportation to a more expanded area of downtown Jacksonville.

SUNSHINE BUS COMPANY

Sunshine Bus Company is St. Johns County’s public transit and
offers six different bus lines plus a connector throughout the county.
The Purple Line connects with JTA at the Avenues Mall in Jacksonville.

AERONAUTICAL

Jacksonville International Airport (JAX) serves as the gateway to
Northeast Florida and Southeast Georgia with nonstop service from
both legacy and low-cost carriers. Airport amenities include free Wi-Fi
and recharging stations in seating areas. The JAX Passport program
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allows passengers utilizing on-airport parking to earn points towards
free parking and retail discounts. Thanks in part to Haskel Art Gallery
and Sky Gallery, JAX has been honored by the Observer as one of the
top four airports in which artwork enhances the traveler’s experience.

Located approximately 15 miles west of downtown Jacksonville,

Cecil Airport has easy access to air and rail connections as well as
Jacksonville’s deep-water port.

in Duval County, linking Mayport Village and Fort George Island via a
scenic sail across the St. Johns River. The 0.9-mile voyage crosses the
St. Johns River 2.5 miles inland of the river’s mouth and departs every
half hour.

he U.S. military has a very strong presence
here on the First Coast with more than
50,000 Active Duty and civilian contractors
stationed at the area’s three naval bases.
This flurry of activity brings the Navy’s local
economic impact to more than $7 billion
annually. The following article highlights the
area’s three naval bases as well as the United
States Coast Guard Sector Jacksonville, located adjacent to Naval
Station Mayport.

Naval Air Station Jacksonville (NAS Jacksonville) is a 2012
Presidential Navy Installation of Excellence Award winner, and the
Commander, Naval Installations Command Installation Excellence
Award winner for 2013. The air installation prides itself on being a
premier installation for delivering effective, sustained and improved
shore readiness to the forward deployed fleet, warfighters, their
families and the civilian workforce. NAS Jacksonville is an operational
headquarters for more than 110 tenant commands, including the
Commander Patrol and Reconnaissance Wing Eleven, 14 VP, VR, HS
and HSM operational and reserve squadrons. It is home to the largest
squadron in the Navy—Patrol Squadron Thirty (VP-30). It provides
P-3 specific training to pilots, naval flight officers and enlisted aircrew
before reporting to the fleet. Major tenants aboard the base include
Commander, Navy Region Southeast; Naval Facilities Engineering
Command Southeast; Naval Hospital Jacksonville; Naval Supply Fleet
Logistics Center; and Fleet Readiness Center Southeast. The Fleet
Readiness Center Southeast (FRCSE) performs refurbishment, repair
and modification of aircraft, engines and aeronautical components in
its mission to support the fleet, fighter and family.

As one of the most dynamic and diverse naval installations in the
world, employing 23,000 personnel, NAS Jacksonville is a primary
instrument of national security and its warfighters are a key component
in conducting the core capabilities of the U.S. Navy’s Maritime
Strategy. NAS Jacksonville is the third largest naval installation in the
country and the largest in the Southeast. It has an annual regional
economic impact of $2 billion. Located on nearly 4,000 acres along
the beautiful St. Johns River, NAS Jacksonville also operates the
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Pinecastle Range Complex in the Ocala National Forest—the only Navy
range on the East Coast where warfighters can deliver live ordnance—
and the Naval Outlaying Landing Field Whitehouse. Through the

years, NAS Jacksonville personnel have been engaged globally while
actively participating in the local communities within Northeast Florida,
continuing their professional development and nurturing their families.

NAS Jacksonville personnel have a dynamic and flexible presence
around the world, which contributes to the unique strengths of the
U.S. Navy. Its sailors and civilian workforce play a pivotal role in
ensuring the security, prosperity and vital interests of the U.S. and

her allies. Focused directly on support to operational units, air station
personnel work around the clock providing services to their home-
based squadrons as well as supporting numerous detachments joint
commands, government agencies and carrier readiness sustainment
exercises. The NAS Jacksonville team continues to work in partnership
with the City of Jacksonville, surrounding counties and local citizens to
limit encroachment through compatible land usearound Naval Outlying
Landing Field Whitehouse and the Pinecastle Range Complex.

Naval Station Mayport (NS Mayport) was commissioned in

1942. Covering more than 3,400 acres, it is the third largest fleet
concentration area in the continental United States. Currently, NS
Mayport’s harbor is capable of holding 34 ships and has an 8,000-
foot runway that can handle any DoD aircraft. The station’s airfield is
operated and maintained by Naval Station Mayport’s Air Operations
Department and conducts more than 100,000 helicopter and fixed-
wing flights each year. Military passenger flights are available through
the air terminal, which processes about 13,000 passengers each year.
The naval station has more than 80 tenant commands, six helicopter
squadrons and 22 naval ships.

The Navy's $1.3 bilion Naval Submarine Base Kings Bay (NSB
Kings Bay), located just 35 miles north of Jacksonville in Camden
County, Georgia, is a part of the Jacksonville military community. The
nearly 17,000-acre installation is the only Navy base on the East Coast
capable of supporting the Trident Il (D-5) Missile, an integral part of our
nation’s strategic deterrence program. Currently, the base berths eight
Ohio-class submarines and employs more than 8,000 military and
civilian personnel.

The United States Coast Guard Sector Jacksonwville is located

on six acres of land, adjacent to NS Mayport. Sector Jacksonville is
accountable for 40,000 square miles of ocean and inland waterways,
including 190 miles of coastline from Kings Bay, Georgia to Port
Malabar, Florida. All Coast Guard missions that fall into this area are
Sector Jacksonville’s responsibility. The unit utilizes Multi-Mission
Mayport and Security Detachment Mayport, as well as Station Ponce
de Ledn Inlet and Station Cape Canaveral to successfully cover this
large area of responsibility.

AW NG Surf & Sand

he beaches communities along Northeast
Florida’s coastline are welcoming and
friendly, and offer endless opportunities
to enjoy the sand, surf and sunshine. The
miles of shoreline connecting the coastal
communities in Northeast Florida offer a
beach for every personality and lifestyle.

The barrier islands east of the Intracoastal Waterway are home to
Jacksonville Beach and the communities of Neptune Beach, Atlantic
Beach and Mayport to the north and Ponte Vedra Beach to the south.
The shoreline attracts swimmers and surfers as well as those who
enjoy sunning and playing in the sand. These beach communities offer
a classic relaxed beach lifestyle, yet are minutes from entertainment
and employment centers.

Jacksonville Beach, also known as Jax Beach, is a family-friendly
destination with a popular beachfront for sunning and surfing. Jax
Beach is home to an iconic fishing pier where residents can try their
luck and catch some amazing ocean views. The Jacksonville Beach
Central Business District has numerous public spaces including
Latham Plaza and Seawalk Pavilion, a gathering place for concerts,
movies and other special events.

Nearby, Neptune Beach and Atlantic Beach offer a more laid-
back vibe. The communities are home to the Beaches Town Center,
a pedestrian-friendly area that offers numerous boutiques and
restaurants. The area is a haven for foodies with culinary delights
ranging from burgers and tacos to fine dining.

Further north is the village of Mayport, a historic fishing community
located at the mouth of the St. Johns River and well known for its

shrimp and shrimp boats. From Mayport, cross the St. Johns River
via the St. Johns River Ferry, also known as the Mayport Ferry, one
of the last remaining car ferries in Florida. The quick five-minute trip

is the gateway to natural attractions including the unspoiled beaches
of Big Talbot Island and Little Talbot Island state parks, Kingsley
Plantation and Fort George Island. The area is a hot spot for boaters,
beachgoers and eco-tourists, offering access to tidal marshes for bird
watching, horseback riding and kayaking. Boaters will find easy access
to the Atlantic Ocean from Mayport’s large public boat ramp, just a mile
from the mouth of the river, or from the boat ramp on the Intracoastal
Waterway in Jacksonville Beach.

To the south is Ponte Vedra Beach in St. Johns County, which

is known for its palm-fringed coquina beaches, five-star resorts

and world-class golf courses. Ponte Vedra Beach is home to THE
PLAYERS Championship, a PGA Tour event that brings golf’s greatest
to the prestigious seaside community to compete for one of the most
coveted titles in golf. While much of Ponte Vedra’s beach is private,
Mickler’s Landing offers public access. Beyond the beach, nature
lovers are drawn to the GTM Research Reserve for kayaking and
viewing wildlife such as egrets and alligators.

The beaches are a cultural mecca for the arts and home to the Atlantic
Beach Experimental Theatre, Players by the Sea and the Beaches Fine
Arts Series. Jacksonville Beach and the Beaches Town Center present
monthly art walk events. Numerous beaches galleries, including the

J. Johnson Gallery and the Cultural Center at Ponte Vedra Beach,
showcase visual artists, and regional and national artists perform at the
Ponte Vedra Concert Hall.

The beaches offer top-performing public and private schools.
Jacksonville’s beaches communities have their own local governments,
and there is an active Beaches Division of the JAX Chamber engaging
the area’s business community.

DUVAL COUNTY

Of the three major beach communities, Atlantic Beach is the
northernmost in Duval County. Spend the day paddle boarding,
kayaking, surfing or fishing among many other saltwater activities.
North of Atlantic Beach is the historic fishing village of Mayport.
Further north is Kathryn Abbey Hanna Park, which many locals say
has the best surfing waves in Northeast Florida.

South of Atlantic Beach is the quaint city of Neptune Beach, which
has hard-packed sand for bike rides and ideal waves for avid surfers.
The Beaches Town Center, in the heart of Neptune Beach, is located
where Atlantic Boulevard meets the ocean and connects Atlantic and
Neptune beaches. The Beaches Town Center is the cultural center of
Atlantic and Neptune beaches, and hosts events such as Dancin’ in
the Street and offers a wide variety of trendy shops, restaurants

and bars.

Jacksonville Beach is situated between the towns of Neptune
Beach and Ponte Vedra Beach. With public beach access and nearby
parking, Jacksonville Beach is a favorite spot for local surfers, families
and vacationers. The area is known for its many events like the

Beaches Parade, which draws vendors, guests and residents from all
over the First Coast. Jacksonville Beach also has plenty of beachside
dining, bars and shops.

NASSAU COUNTY

Located in the northern part of the First Coast, Amelia Island is a
barrier island boasting 13 miles of sandy, white beach. The coastal
city of Fernandina Beach is located on Amelia Island. Residents
and visitors enjoy Fernandina’s pristine beaches for sunbathing,
beachcombing and horseback riding. South of Fernandina Beach is
American Beach, which was created as a vacation destination for
African-Americans during the time of racial segregation. This beach
is rich with history and, as of January 2002, is listed on the National
Register of Historic Places. Peters Point Beachfront Park is located
on Amelia Island and offers biking and jogging trails, picnic areas and
ocean boat access.

ST. JOHNS COUNTY

St. Johns County has 40 miles of beautiful coastline, and the
community of Ponte Vedra Beach is located along the northern
portion of the county. This coastal community has various beach
access points. South Ponte Vedra Beach'’s shore is beautifully lined
with sand dunes. If you’re looking for shark teeth and shells, this is the
beach for you. Also in Ponte Vedra, Mickler’s Landing is a popular
beach access destination for surfers and families. Mickler’s also

has restrooms, showers and allows visitors to comb the beach on
horseback.

Located in the historic city of St. Augustine is St. Augustine Beach.
The beach is home to the St. Johns County Ocean Pier and also
offers a visitor center, showers, a splash park and a pavilion. Also
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in St. Augustine are Usina and Vilano beaches. Both are ideal for
beachcombing, wakeboarding and surfing. Vilano Beach is equipped
with public restrooms, a dune walkover, covered picnic tables,
showers and a popular Jet Ski launching spot. Located on Anastasia
Island, three miles south of St. Augustine Beach, is Crescent Beach,
which offers horseback riding with a permit, as well as pavilions,
picnic tables and showers.

WATERWAYS

THE INTRACOASTAL

The Atlantic Intracoastal Waterway stretches more than 1,200

miles from Norfolk, Virginia to Key West, Florida. The waterway runs
through the First Coast and can be accessed by both commercial and
recreational vessels. The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers maintains the
waterway, which is used by the U.S. Coast Guard, military equipment
and supply transportation barges and vessels, as well as commercial
and charter fishing vessels, National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration vessels, the Department of Energy research vessels,
dredging vessels and other watercraft.

The Atlantic Intracoastal’s saltwater rivers, inlets, sounds and
manmade canals are open to recreational vessels providing
opportunities to explore the many natural wonders the area has to
offer. Residents can enjoy sailing, kayaking, jet skiing, tubing, boating
and other outdoor activities.

ST. JOHNS RIVER

Among the wealth of rivers on the First Coast, the largest is the St.
Johns River, which spans 310 miles from Indian River County to
Mayport. The St. Johns is the longest river in Florida and is one of the
few in the U.S. that flows north. It provides a variety of activities for
residents and visitors looking to spend a day by the lazy river. Boaters
can enjoy fishing, sightseeing, riverside parks and even restaurants
with boat docks. In Jacksonville, some of the biggest annual events
take place on the river, such as fireworks for the Fourth of July and the
Jacksonville Light Boat Parade.

In other parts of the First Coast, rivers provide an excellent escape

for those who enjoy quiet camping and scenic boating. Visitors can
find themselves surrounded by not only wildlife but also rich history.

On Amelia River, boaters can cruise by historic landmarks such as
Fort Clinch State Park. In St. Johns County, the Tolomato and Guana
rivers surround Guana Tolomato Matanzas National Estuarine Research
Reserve —believed to be where Ponce de Ledn first landed in Florida.
Further south in St. Augustine, sail around the Matanzas Bay and
River to see spectacular views of the Castillo de San Marcos, the
Bridge of Lions and the St. Augustine Lighthouse.

As one of the world’s largest intact freshwater
ecosystems, the refuge encompasses almost 400,000 acres of
cypress forest, marsh, lakes and islands.

in addition to more than 400 other animal species. Witness the vast
refuge through a guided boat tour, or strike out on foot using the park’s
winding boardwalks and trails, which feature observation towers and
viewing platforms.

Historical Sites &

BAKER COUNTY

Established in February 1861 on a segment of New River County
(present-day Bradford), Baker County was named for Judge James
McNair Baker, a Florida senator in the Confederate Congress and

a judge of the Fourth Judicial District of Florida. Three years later,
Union and Confederate armies clashed in a pine forest near Olustee

in west Baker County. Shortly after the war, a young stockbroker from
Chicago, George Taber, came to the Glen St. Mary area and entered
the plant industry. In 1882, Taber began a partnership with Thomas
Beath and formed the famed Glen St. Mary Nurseries Company, which
is known for its horticultural developments, such as standardizing the
varieties of oranges in the state’s citrus industry. In 1886, the county
seat was moved from Sanderson to Darbyville, which was later named
McClenny after C.B. McClenny, a major local timber salesman. The
spelling was changed to Macclenny —lowercase second “c” —for
unknown reasons, though it has been said that post office regulations
forbade a city from having a capital letter in the middle of its name.

Florida’s first historic site, Olustee Battlefield Historic State Park hosts
reenactments each February commemorating the largest Civil War
battle in the state, the Battle of Olustee. Fought on Feb. 20, 1864,
more than 10,000 cavalry, infantry and artillery troops fought in this
five-hour battle. Three U.S. Colored Troops Regiments, including the
famous 54th Massachusetts Volunteer Infantry Regiment, took part
in the battle. The clash was the biggest Civil War battle in Florida with
2,807 casualties and a Union retreat to Jacksonville. The war ended
just over a year later. Signs along the park’s one-mile trail educate
hikers about the battle.

In 1790, Spain made a land grant to Zephaniah Kingsley, for the area
now known as Orange Park, and to George Fleming, for the areas now
known as Green Cove Springs and Fleming Island. During the 1800s,
Kingsley and Fleming built plantations to grow oranges, sea-island
cotton, corn, potatoes and peas. Due to conflict between the Spanish
and American Patriots, these plantations were destroyed multiple times
in devastating fires. Kingsley and his wife, Anna, moved to a plantation
on Fort George Island. Fleming rebuilt and eventually left the plantation
to his son, Lewis, in 1821.

Clay County was incorporated in 1858 and named after Henry Clay,

a famous politician from Kentucky. Middleburg was selected as the
first county seat, as it had been an established city since the 1820s.
The county’s largest town, Orange Park, was founded in 1877 by the
Florida Winter Home and Improvement Company for the purpose

of creating a Southern retreat and farming community. Since the

area was marketed in Northern states, the company placed parcels
of land among the orange trees to increase sales. The town was
incorporated in 1879 by a Special Act of the Florida Legislature. In the
early 1920s, the city of Keystone Heights was founded by newcomers
from Pennsylvania. The city acquired its name from Pennsylvania’s
nickname, Keystone State, and was incorporated in April 1925.

Before the Spanish decided to cede the territory in 1821 to the United
States, Jacksonville was known as Cowford. In the late 1700s, the
British built the King’s Trail (now U.S. 1), a route that connected St.
Augustine to Georgia. The settlement now known as Jacksonville

was the narrowest place along the trail to ford livestock across the St.
Johns River, thereby earning the region the name “Cowford.” In honor
of Andrew Jackson’s service as Florida territory’s military governor,
Cowford was renamed Jacksonville and officially incorporated in 1932.

After a period of accelerated post-war reconstruction, Jacksonville
became a popular winter destination for the wealthy. Marketed as the
“Winter City in a Summer Land,” grand hotels surrounded Hemming
Park in downtown and resorts popped up by the beach. On May 3,
1901, Jacksonville was devastated by the third largest metropolitan
fire in the nation. Despite this tragedy, the aftermath led to a major
reconstruction and architectural renaissance. More than 13,000
buildings were constructed between 1901 and 1912, with innovations
such as the elevator and escalator making their Southern debut.

DUVAL-BEACHES

Throughout its history, the region saw the struggle of control by Native
Americans, European powers and a developing U.S. The Spanish were
the first to settle in the Jacksonville Beach area, establishing missions
from Mayport to St. Augustine. In the late 19th century, developers
invested in railroads, hoping to develop the area into an oceanfront
resort connected to Jacksonville by easy transportation. The town was
named Ruby, after the first settlers’ daughter, and then Pablo Beach,
after San Pablo River.

The completion of Atlantic Boulevard in 1910 connected the beaches
to south Jacksonville, creating a residential boom. Pablo Beach,
which was incorporated in 1907, witnessed the start of the boardwalk
era in 1915. Businessman Martin Williams, Sr. built dance pavilions,
restaurants and other forms of entertainment on the boardwalk. With
the community seeing prosperous growth, Pablo Beach was renamed
Jacksonville Beach in 1925 and the town of Atlantic Beach was
incorporated in 1926. Residents of a sparsely populated section of
Jacksonville Beach voted to secede from the city due to an inadequate
return of services for their taxes. As a result, on Aug. 11, 1931, the
community of Neptune Beach became its own municipality.

However, raids by nearby Spanish settlers
destroyed the ill-fated colony. The French colonists allied themselves
with the native Timucua tribe and fought against the settling Spanish.
The museum tells the story of the temporary French settlement. The
first replica fort at Fort Caroline National Memorial was destroyed

by Hurricane Dora in 1964. Coincidentally, the demise of the French
colony at Fort Caroline was also due to a hurricane.

Constructed in 1862, the site was occupied
by both Confederate and Union troops during the Civil War and housed
over 250 soldiers at its peak.

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NASSAU COUNTY

The French staked their claim on Amelia Island in 1562, and it wasn’t
until 1821 that the U.S. government took control of the region. During
that time, Amelia Island was occupied by the British, the Confederacy,
Patriots, a Scotsman and a Mexican pirate named Louis Aury, in
addition to French and Spanish colonizers. The frequent identity
changes led to Amelia Island’s nickname, “Isle of 8 Flags.” During

the American Revolution, Florida remained loyal to the crown and
Fernandina became home to English Loyalists that fled the northern
colonies. On June 30, 1778, near present-day Callahan, British troops
turned back a group of American militiamen in a skirmish at Alligator
Creek.

Nassau County was officially established in 1824 and is rumored to

be named after the Nassau Sound, part of the marshy topography
defining the area. Great prosperity blessed the Fernandina area in the
late 1800s and early 1900s, as a result of tourism and the start of the
modern shrimping industry. In addition, the towns of Callahan, Yulee
and Bryceville were established during this time due, in large part, to
the success of the local railroad system and timber industry. In the late
1930s, A.L. Lewis, president of the Afro-American Insurance Company
in Jacksonville, established American Beach on the southern end

of Amelia Island. The beach became a prominent African-American
resort area. From the 1930s into the 1960s, the Atlantic Coast Line
and Seaboard Air Line Railroads rattled through Callahan, transporting
travelers from the Florida peninsula to the Northeast. Seaboard used
the remaining segment of the Florida Railroad in Callahan, which was
eventually removed around 1974.

ST. JOHNS COUNTY

In 1565, Spanish explorer Pedro Menéndez de Avilés founded St.
Augustine, “The Nation’s Oldest City,” at the site of the Timucua
village, Seloy. Within a century, the city was attacked twice—in 1586,
by English corsair Sir Francis Drake who burned the city down, and
in 1668, by pirate Captain John Davis who killed 60 inhabitants. Even
with these setbacks, the early settlers of St. Augustine stayed and
rebuilt after each attack. St. Johns County was chartered in 1821,
but American tycoon and railroad developer, Henry Flagler, is credited
with transforming St. Augustine in the late 19th century. Flagler’s
cousin, Thomas Horace Hastings, established a plantation west of St.
Augustine to grow winter vegetables for Flagler’s resort hotels.
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In 1914, a discovery was made on the beaches in the northern section
of St. Johns County. Engineers Henry Holland Buckman and George A.
Pritchard found more than a dozen industrial minerals, including rutile
and iimenite—elements necessary for the production of titanium. The
National Lead Company bought the land from the chemical engineers
and named it Mineral City. The town played a crucial role in World War |
as the country’s leading producer of titanium. In 1928, Mineral City was
renamed Ponte Vedra Beach.

The Castillo comes alive through a diverse range of programs including
lectures, museum exhibits, historical weapons demonstrations, living
history reenactments and special events.

rom downtown to the Beaches, there are
plenty of opportunities for art enthusiasts as
Jacksonville has a myriad of local art galleries,
public art studios and theaters.

Offering hundreds of cultural and

entertainment events for all ages, the Florida

Theatre attracts 250,000 to downtown
Jacksonville each year. Built in 1927, the acclaimed and restored venue
is recognized as one of the finest concert venues in the Southeast and
is listed on the National Register of Historic Places.

Near downtown in the community of LaVilla is the Ritz Theatre and
Museum. The mission of the Ritz is to “research, record, and preserve
the material and artistic culture of African-American life in Northeast
Florida and the African Diaspora, and present in an educational or
entertaining format, the many facets that make up the historical and
cultural legacy of this community.” The building was built in 1999 on
the 1929 site of the original Ritz Theatre. Visitors of the Ritz can enjoy
concerts, lectures, film and more throughout the year.

Comprised of more than 80,000 square feet of warehouse space

centered on artist studios and galleries, Jacksonville’s CoRK Arts
District (Corner of Rosselle and King streets) in Riverside provides
space for live music and performance art events.
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The Riverside neighborhood is also home to great museums such as
the Cummer Museum of Art & Gardens, which houses one of the
finest art collections in the Southeast, with nearly 5,000 objects in its
Permanent Collection. The museum offers world-class art from 2100
B.C. through the 21st century, features diverse special exhibits, and
the Wark Collection of Early Meissen Porcelain.

Adjacent to nearby Hemming Park, the MOCA Jacksonville, features
rotating exhibits and collections dating from the 1960s to the present.
Nestled in the heart of downtown, the contemporary art museum’s
permanent collection currently consists of nearly 1,000 works of art,
including painting, printmaking, sculpture and photography.

The Museum of Science & History (MOSH) offers something for all
ages to enjoy, including interactive, award-winning exhibitions, daily
science shows, live animal shows, planetarium programs and more.

A must-visit for foodies, art lovers and music fans alike, the Riverside
Arts Market, located at the end of the Northbank Riverwalk under the
Fuller Warren Bridge, takes place each Saturday, March to December.
From the hours of 10 a.m. to 4 p.m., visitors enjoy more than 100
juried artists, with mediums ranging from pottery, jewelry and paintings
to silk-screened T-shirts. They also feature local foods, such as artisan
breads and fresh cheeses, in addition to three stages of entertainment
along the riverfront with ample free parking.

Produced by Downtown Vision Inc. to bring people to the cultural and
historical center of downtown Jacksonville and to showcase the city’s
artistic talent, the First Wednesday Art Walk takes place from

5 to 9 p.m. the first Wednesday of each month, rain or shine.

just a few of the fun times to be had at this sports bar.

DUVAL-BEACHES

For an evening on the beach with live music, karaoke and dancing, visit
one of the many seaside locations offering up a good time along the
sandy coast. Located just feet away from the water in Neptune Beach,
The Lemon Bar provides a cool atmosphere and an oceanfront patio
while offering their frothy signature concoctions that will leave you
wanting more. Pete’s Bar has been a beaches’ tradition since 1933
with a great mix of locals and tourists partying the night away. Ragtime
Tavern in Atlantic Beach offers good food, fun times and expertly
crafted beers for patrons year after year. Every day is St. Patrick’s Day
at Lynch’s Irish Pub in Jacksonville Beach, which serves up drinks
and food inspired by the Emerald Isle. Next to Lynch’s is tiki bar Flask
& Cannon where visitors can find modern-day twist on traditional rum-
based cocktails.

As night falls, The Pier Cantina & Sandbar comes alive with live music
downstairs, while the upstairs is host to some of the area’s hottest
DJs. Both floors consist of large bars ready to serve your thirsty needs.
Another great spot is The Ritz, with daily drink specials, nightly DJs
and happy hour until 8 p.m., it is a great place to relax and unwind
after a long day. Not to be missed is The Shim Sham Room, a “rock
n’ roll, drink-like-you-mean-it cocktail bar” with an upstairs dance

area and expansive patio bar waiting to take care of your drinking
desires. Hoptinger Bier Garden & Sausage House is a Jacksonville
Beach hotspot featuring 60 taps with carefully selected craft beer and
Bavarian-inspired pub fare. There are also locations in St. Augustine
and 5 Points. Rounding up the stretch of hot spots along the beaches
is The Brix Taphouse, with 32 different draughts on tap, signature
hand-crafted cocktails and live local musicians rocking the night away.
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DUVAL-SOUTH

Close to downtown’s Southbank is the charming San Marco
neighborhood, bursting with trendy restaurants and bars. BB’s in San
Marco is “a groovy place to b” and offers a full service bar with a great
wine selection, handcrafted cocktails and weekly happy hour specials.
Flask & Cannon’s sister bar Sidecar offers craft beer and cocktails,
(including their classic sidecar) using locally sourced ingredients. The
Grape & Grain Exchange is a popular spot for happy hour drinks
with friends or shopping for that special bottle of wine to take happy
hour home. Grape & Grain is also home to a hidden speakeasy, The
Parlour, reminiscent of city’s prohibition era. To enter, find the secret
passage behind a bookshelf. In Jacksonville’s Southside neighborhood
is Bottlenose Brewing, a pet-friendly craft beer bar boasting 50 taps
of brews from Jacksonville and around the Sunshine State.

DUVAL-WEST

Not to be outdone by the beach scene, downtown Jacksonville has an
assortment of eclectic restaurants and bars unique to the First Coast.
Whether it’s drinks on a rooftop overlooking the St. Johns River or
sampling a local brew after dinner, downtown has some of the largest
beer selections in the area. The Elbow is downtown Jacksonville’s
entertainment hub that encompasses several restaurants, bars and
entertainment venues. The Hourglass Pub & Coffee Shop is where
the beer is cold, the coffee is hot and the classic coin-op arcade is
open. Enjoy hot and cold drinks, hookah and billiards all in one stop.
Dos Gatos, Jacksonville’s genuine cocktail lounge, serves up their
signature cocktails daily, including their famous Sefior Extravagante
and their taste bud-tingling Orange Jalapefio Margarita. Swing dancing
and inspired craft cocktails with a speakeasy attitude can be found at
The Volstead in the heart of downtown.

In Riverside, stroll into Dahlia’s Pour House and experience their new
rotating wine bar with 18 wines on tap, 85 draughts, and events such
as “Talk like a Pirate Day.” A stop in at The Loft offers up a full bar

and your favorite tunes spun by resident DJs as well as guests. From
indie rock to dance party mixes, this local hot spot lets you rock the
night away in style. Housed in a former auto repair shop built in the late
1920s, The Garage dishes out pub grub and a full bar. Patrons can
also play a friendly game of corn hole or giant Jenga.

NASSAU COUNTY

Up in Amelia Island, the Palace Saloon is the oldest saloon in Florida
and was the last tavern to close during Prohibition. Step back into
history and ask for one of their ghost stories while enjoying a cold drink
and live music. Located within the saloon is Sheffield’s at the Palace,
an upscale lounge featuring classic cocktails and live music. The
Green Turtle Tavern upholds the authenticity of Key West with music
on the porch and a laidback atmosphere while offering an assortment
of refreshments and an extensive bourbon collection to satisfy your
palette. Fernandina Beach’s Café Karibo proudly offers eclectic
cuisine to tempt your taste buds while pouring draughts and cocktails
to satisfy your thirst.

ST. JOHNS COUNTY

Ice Plant in St. Augustine was built in a refurbished ice plant and still
maintains the character of the early 20th century. Known for their craft
cocktails, they serve creative concoctions such as the “New World
Gin & Tonic” or the “Florida Mule.” By incorporating heirloom sugar
cane into their drink specials, Ice Plant tips their hats to Florida’s long

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history with sugar cane. Also in St. Augustine is Scarlett O’Hara’s,
which has a hidden “ghost bar” upstairs that is listed in the National
Directory of Haunted Places. This local treasure has been a tradition

in St. Augustine for over 35 years, with accolades for “The Best
Neighborhood Bar” five years running. Scarlett’s is a cozy pub with

an outdoor porch and oyster bar overlooking Hypolita Street. Nestled
between Hybiscus and Rio Vista avenues is Arnold’s Cocktail Lounge
with an extensive bar, weekly open dart tournaments, karaoke parties
and their famous Steak Night every Thursday. Rich in history and
dedicated to having fun, TradeWinds Lounge is a St. Augustine
tradition dating back more than 70 years. They offer up live music,
open mic nights, happy hour and the possibility of a friendly ghost visit
from the former TradeWinds owner, Duke, as he stops by to check on
things on this side of the realm. Located in historic downtown

St. Augustine is White Lion Bar & Grill, which offers a full bar with
both craft and local beers, a scrumptious array of food and live music.
Another popular watering hole for St. Augustine locals literally has

no name—the Bar With No Name offers a beautiful view of Castillo

de San Marcos, in addition to drinks, tasty food and live music. For
traditional Irish food and drinks, stop by Meehan’s Irish Pub where the
Guinness never runs dry.

No matter where you are on the First Coast, there are countless
options for you to enjoy a night of kicking up your heels and tossing
back a few. For whatever mood you’re in—a cool glass of Chardonnay,
a local craft beer or a cold, sweet drink—the atmosphere of these
nightlife locations will give you a welcome break after a busy day. Take
time for yourself, get to know your new home and visit any number of
